Inter-Faith challenges… 
 

John Davis is midway through a 3 yrs term of office as a Christian faith 
seat holder on the Yorkshire and Humber Faiths Forum, a group set up 
by the Yorkshire and Humber Assembly comprising the nine recognised 
world religions.  The YHFF aims are: 
 

·  To advance the role of faith in the life, work and decision-making 
within the region 

·  To promote mutual understanding between different faiths 
·  To challenge discrimination…especially when this occurs on the 

grounds of religion 
 

John says:  “The events of 9/11 and 7/7 have cast the spotlight on other 
faiths, especially Islam, in a way that has encouraged (aided and abetted 
by certain sections of the media) a very negative, suspicious and 
intolerant viewpoint.  Whilst in the geographical area corresponding with 
SCADIM’s work, numbers of other faith adherents is comparatively 
small, there is a clear need and opportunity through my YHFF contacts 
to offer a more measured response. I believe that I can add value to my 
time on the YHFF council by preparing a workbook, from a Christian 
perspective, to enable groups to engage with issues raised by the 
presence of other faith adherents amongst us; and to offer guidelines for 
those who might wish to begin dialogue with other faith members.  
There would be factual information, the telling of other faith stories by 
local people, details of festivals and ritual.” 
 

The preparation of this workbook forms the basis of John’s three-month 
sabbatical leave (mid-June-Sept. inc.).  During that time, the office will 
only be staffed for one half-day each week.  However, please do leave 
messages and emails and they will be replied to in due course.

Visitors from the Czech Republic… 
 

EVANGELICAL ACADEMY BRNO….this is Jaroslav’s old 
college in the Czech Republic.  The Evangelical Academy is 
a church institution, which associates several secondary 
schools and schools of higher education (in Prague, Brno, 
Hradec Králové, and Náchod), one primary school (in 
Prague), one nursing school (in Brno) and a music academy 
in Krom�� í�.  
 
We have the opportunity to host 2 students from the 
Academy for nine weeks next spring to give them practical 
experience of working in the community from a Christian 
perspective. 
 
The stated objective is helping them in their “Learning 
About Community Work – New Insights into Social Work in 
a Changing Europe” module.   
 
Our links with Selby and District Association of Voluntary 
Services, through sharing premises in Community House, 
open up many avenues for them to gain experience alongside 
several voluntary and community sector groups. Selby AVS 
have core projects covering volunteer transport, support 
services for alcohol abuse with both adults and young people 
and the district domestic violence forum.; these, together with 
other contacts in the fields of education and sporting activity, 
should provide an interesting and full programme.  I hope that 
local Churches will be able to meet and welcome them and 
that it may be a two-way learning exercise.
